  Collection of Peanut Butter 
Takes Place in July 

 

Jars of peanut butter 
for the school in Haiti 
will be collected at 
Grace UMC  for two 
SundaysñJuly 15 and 
July 22.  A labeled box 
will be placed in the 
back of the church for 
the donated items. 

The jars of peanut butter are transported 
to a Haitian neighborhood in Chicago where 
they are packed in blue barrels by a Haitian-
owned shipping company.  When the barrels 
arrive in Haiti, they are unloaded and taken 
directly to the school.  Each barrel costs 
$130 to ship, no matter what the weight of 
the contents. 

The Haitian school was built in 2011 by a 
team of volunteers, directed by Frank and 
Carol Albright of Pena, Illinois.  Several 
members of our church assisted in the con-
struction of the school.  Each day, the    
children at the school have a peanut butter 
sandwich for lunch, and for some children 
that might be their only meal all day.

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 From Me to You...  

  

 This year the United Methodist Church is in its 

jubilee year, its 50th year. This is a year of celebra-

tion. What makes me sad though is that we have 

been in a steady decline ever since that year. Some 

parts of the world have experienced tremendous 

growth in Methodism, but here in the United States 

we have not, except in some isolated locations. 

 Why the decline? I hear all kinds of reasons, but 

I believe the real reason is the church has forgotten 

to share the Good News of Jesus Christ. The word 

evangelism bothers church members because they 

either have had a bad experience with another    

person trying to get them saved or they are uncom-

fortable talking to others about their faith and what 

Jesus did for us. 

 Evangelism is all about sharing the Good News 

of Jesus Christ. The Holy Spirit is all about the 

work of saving people, that is not our task. 

 I want to share this with you.  It is an excerpt 

from Get Their Name: Grow Your Church by 

Building Relationships by Bob Farr, Doug Ander-

son, and Kay Kotan É2013 Abingdon Press. Used 

with permission. 

 Quote --ñAfter consulting with more than four 

hundred churches throughout the country, we have 

observed that the primary focus for most evange-

lism effort is on recovering inactive members. 

Evangelism becomes passive, waiting for them to 

come, being polite when they arrive, helping them 

to join our organization, and then trying to get them 

to come back if they quit attending worship or    

giving money.  

 This hands-off style of evangelism is not work-

ingðand has not worked for more than fifty years!    

 We canôt keep waiting for people to arrive at 

our doors. We have done this for too many years. 

This passive behavior goes against the missional 

roots of our Christian faith. We have gone from be-

ing outwardly focused to being inwardly centered. 

This static and inward passivity wonôt work in a 

secular world where the gospel must be actively 

demonstrated to be communicated. 

How We Get Evangelism Wrong 

Observation One--Inwardly focused churches tend 

to define and practice evangelism as ñreconnecting 

disconnected church  folks.ò                                                

Observation Two--Outwardly focused churches 

define and practice evangelism as connecting the 

unconnected folks to Jesus and then to the church.                                

Observation Three--The pool of churched people 

to connect with is dramatically shrinking, while the 

pool of the un-churched, never-connected population 

is growing exponentially. This is especially true 

among the millennial generation.                          

Observation Four--Early denominational move-

ments focused on unconnected folks, while the es-

tablished churches of the day focused on and sup-

ported the folks who were already churched when 

they arrived in America. 

 These movements become institutional over 

time, and they focused on membership rather than 

discipleship. The mainline churches were dislodged 

from the center of American culture by the upheaval 

of the 1960s.  

 The situation became further confused by the 

resulting rise of religious conservatism in the 1970s 

and 1980s. This led to the American polarization of 

religious liberals and religious conservatives.  

 This in turn led to the disaffection of youth from 

religion in the 1990s and 2000s. The mainline 

churches as a result are bewildered and unsure about 

how to proceed through an accelerated state of     

decline. 

 If any denomination is to have a future, it must 

reconnect to the biblical purpose and mission of 

making new disciples of Jesus Christ for the trans-

formation of the world. To accomplish this mission, 

it requires us to be once again people who widely, 

continually, and fervently share their faith in Jesus 

Christ with those who do not yet have such a faith. 

This sharing must occur in relevant ways, without 

being obnoxious, so that they might have the possi-

bility to come to this life-transforming and saving 

faith.ò  End of quote. 

 Pray for our church, would you? Pray that we 

might have an evangelism explosion. Pray that we 

might make and keep Jesus Christ the main thing, 

again!

My Thoughts...on evangelizing. 

 Our church recently held a five-part seminar on 

personal evangelism.  I know that believing does not 

automatically confer the ability to effectively share 

that experience with others, so specific training is 

often very helpful. 

 When my wife and I were first married, we par-

ticipated in a two-year discipleship training program 

developed by the Navigators.  I learned a great deal, 

and I have used that knowledge and those techniques 

many times in the past 35 years.  But there is one 

thing missing in most evangelism instructional ef-

forts.  And thatôs finding and seeking out people 

who have not yet heard the Good News. 

 For the past 27 years, I have worked at a Chris-

tian company.  The pickings for evangelism, so to 

speak, are mighty slim there.  And over time, most 

of the friendships my wife and I developed were 

formed through church or small groups or Bible 

studies.  Same thing thereðeveryone believed.  

Neighbors?  Sure, thatôs an opportunity.  In our 

small neighborhood, though, most folks are church-

goers.  The ones who are notðwell, they know I am, 

and they know where I stand and what I believe. 

 Some of you may work at a secular company.  If 

so, you could have the opportunity to share your 

faith with coworkers.  But that situation is also 

changing.  Many companies put limits on 

ñproselytizingò during working hoursðperhaps not 

out of an antireligious bias, but simply to keep work 

environments focused on work. 

 My real challenge is getting to know nonbeliev-

ers.  If I join a secular groupðlike a photography 

club or a writersô group, or volunteer at the county 

animal shelterðwell, some folks may shake their 

heads and say, ñNice, but thatôs not really a Chris-

tian activity,ò or ñYouôre missing the menôs break-

fast meeting on Friday for that?ò 

 They would be right, but those are three activi-

ties in which I participate, both because I enjoy them 

and because they all allow me to develop friendships 

outside the Christian bubble in which I sometimes 

find myself.   Have  I led  any folks  in those groups 

 

to faith?  Not yet, but we have had some interesting 

discussions, and I know that some of them are truly 

seeking. 

 All this to say, get out of church once in a while 

and get into something that is not churchðso you 

can meet people who might benefit from being in a 

church.  If you donôt tell them about faith, who will?

5. Your little finger is the smallest finger of 

all.  It represents you.  We are to think 

more highly of others than ourselves (the 

little finger); therefore, your little finger 

reminds you to pray for yourself.  While it 

is important to spend time praying for  

others, you should also remember to pray 

for your own needs. 

Your whole hand reminds you that God holds 

the whole world in His hand. 

Send your prayers with praise and worship 

to God.
