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From Me to You 

A condensed version of a writing By Rev. Joseph 

Yoo.  (From a ReThink Church writing).  

 
When I was living in Santa Barbara, I met a 
young man who loved the outdoors. He spent 
Sunday mornings either paddle boarding on 
the beach or hiking in the mountains. 
 
He said to me that he felt closest to God when 
he was alone in the elements; that he was filled 
with awe and Godôs presence as he was on the 
mountain top or taking in the silence around 
him in the middle of the beach. ñI mean, thatôs 
worship to me. I donôt ever feel that way about 
God when Iôm at church. If I want to get close 
to God, I just go out into nature. So I donôt feel 
like I need the church.ò  
 
What I shouldôve said to him was that private 
worship is important. It is vital to our faith 
journey to find moments where we feel alive in 
Godôs presence on our own. But we shouldnôt 
limit worship to just a one-on-one thing. That 
is an incomplete faith. Itôs half of the greatest 
commandment. Weôre called to love God and 
love others. 
 
Itôs important to ñget somethingò out of wor-
ship. But that feeds into our consumer mental-
ity: that worship is about us and our 
preferences. 
 
If your faith in Jesus consistently leads you to 
ask, ñWhatôs in it for me?ò Iôm afraid that you 
might be a bit confused. Following Jesus leads 
us to ask, ñWhatôs in it for others?ò 
 
When we remove ourselves from church to 

worship God on our own, we remove the beau-

ty of community. We were created for relation-

ships. We were not meant to go through life 

alone. Christianity is not a solo sport or a one-

person band.                   

Christianity is being in community with God 
and with Godôs people. And when we are ada-
mant about not needing the church, weôre ef-
fectively eliminating half of our faith. 
 
I get it: Churches and faith communities get 
messy. But we are broken people. And the bro-
kenness is on its full glorious display in 
churches and communities. 

The easy path; the path of the wide gate and 
broad road, is to say, ñForget youò and forge 
our own solo path of Me, Myself, and God. But 
nothing of worth in life comes from taking the 
easy path. 
 
While community is messy, itôs also beautiful: 
itôs a beautiful mess being part of a church. 
And more importantly, itôs a physical remind-
er that we are not alone. 
 
One purpose of worshipping together is to 
break the monotony of the week. Worship ab-
ruptly changes the beat of the drum weôve 
been marching to all week. Because most of 
the time, we march to our own beat of individ-
ualism: I do things to provide security and 
comfort for myself; to meet my needs; to make 
a life for my own. 
 
When we worship together, I am reminded 
that my faith, my life ð itôs not about me. Itôs 
never about me. I live for a greater purpose 
than to live for me. Worship connects me to 
God and, just as important, it connects me to 
you. 
 
Worship reminds us that in Godôs kingdom 
there are no boundaries or borders or re-
strictions; thereôs plenty of seating available at 
Godôs table.  
 
Worship reminds me that Jesus is the center 
of my life. And when Jesus is the center of my 
life, I am reminded that you matter deeply to 
me.                                               
(I could not have said it better myself!)
